The Change in the Norms of the Rural Elderly in
a Transitional Society
Wang Jing

Abstract; The traditional norms of the elderly are experiencing profound changes in the ur-

banization process. This paper analyzes the changes of the traditional concept of filial piety,

the social identity of the elderly, the social control of unfilial behavior and the gap between

old people’s psychological expectations and the social facts. On the one hand, the degree of

social identity of the elderly is very low, thus the elderly have to prove their social value

with their instrumental value. On the other hand, the ignorance of and disrespectful behav-

ior to the elderly is a common phenomenon. The gap between their psychological expecta-

tions and the social facts is too large for elderly. With the elderly people’s value goals becom-

ing more and more utilitarian, the norms of the elderly in rural China will experience a long

lasting adjustment along with the changes in intergenerational relationship and in social

structure.
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
